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On August 25, 1997 the PCPC Session adopted PCPC’s 2020 Vision to plant 100 churches by the year 2020 – 50 in the U.S., many with RUF chapters, and 50 worldwide. 
In the first ten years of the 2020 Vision, 75 churches, 11 RUF chapters and various supporting ministries have either been started or specifically planned for.  
In all of these efforts, God’s glory is being revealed and His truth is preached as we seek to expand His Kingdom in Dallas and the world!

The development and management of the domestic and international portions of the 2020 Vision have been formalized into: 
1) the Southwest Church Planting Network (SWCPN) consisting of 59 partnering churches from the North Texas, South Texas, Houston Metro, and Southwest Presbyteries for the states of Texas, New Mexico, Arizona, and Oklahoma; and 
2) the PCPC World 50 guided by PCPC’s World Mission Team (WMT) and Missions & Church Planting staff. 
Original funding plans and 20-year projections for the 2020 Vision were approved by the Session and are now included in PCPC annual budgets.
U.S.

As of the end of calendar year 2007, 39 new churches and 11 RUF campus ministries have been started or significantly supported in Dallas and the Southwest through the efforts of the Southwest Church Planting Network, PCPC and the North Texas Presbytery. John Pickett, Senior Pastor at University PC in Las Cruces, New Mexico, is the Network’s Chairman. Brad Bradley is the Network’s Executive Director.

New church plants planned for 2008 include Houston, Texas; Frisco, Texas; Georgetown, Texas; Amarillo, Texas; and Edmond, Oklahoma. A church planting apprenticeship is also planned for the Phoenix area as well as a multi-site congregation in one of our existing churches. It is important to note that the Network is not simply a source of funds for church planting. Rather, the Network, through its member churches and the four involved Presbyteries provides strategic planning and vision as well as counseling/mentoring for new church planters. 

International

As of the end of calendar year 2007, 36 churches have been started in 9 countries through partnership usually between PCPC and Mission to the World (MTW).  The PCPC World 50 has overseen the development of 8 church planting projects in the Philippines, Thailand, Laos, Japan, Peru, Ukraine, Senegal, India and a country that cannot be named. The projects feature various ministry efforts including: theological training, mercy, medical, radio, a private school, street children, and short-term teams.  These projects typically target countries whose population is less than 1 % evangelical, often in the 10/40 Window. All World 50 funding goes to indigenous pastors and ministry and usually require 7 to 10 years.
New projects being researched for 2008 include: Indonesia, Cambodia, Vietnam, and Western Europe.  
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
